CHANGING THE NAME OF YOUR NEW DOG 
A Dog by Any Other Name

“Dental Disease in Pets” 
 

 The most common, overlooked 
disease process in our pets is 
dental disease, according to data 
from Veterinary Dental Disease. 
This often goes unnoticed until 
our pets show signs of mouth 
odor or illness related to bacteria 
showering into the blood stream 
from the infected teeth and gums. 
These blood borne germs can 
cause severe problems, such as 
kidney, liver and heart disease, as 
well as a general feeling of 
lethargy. 
 A very common scenario seen 
in pet veterinary medicine relates 
to cats with dental disease. Many 
cat owners do not pursue routine 
cat visits and vaccines with their 
veterinarian because they have 
the mistaken belief that “my cat 
can’t get sick because it never 
goes outdoors.” Many maladies 
affect indoor cats, with dental 
disease and obesity leading the 
way. 
 Many pet owners believe that 
feeding their pets hard pet food 
eliminates any concern for dental 
problems. Though hard food 
certainly has some benefit, it does 
not prevent dental plaque and 
tartar build-up. 
 Once dental disease is 
detected, blood testing to detect 
major organ involvement is 
important. Oral antibiotics are 
often used initially to provide 
short-term relief. Professional 
dental cleaning and polishing, 
extraction of severely diseased 
teeth, restoration of damaged 
teeth; gum surgery and topical 
teeth protectants are all available 

to return a diseased mouth to a 
healthy state. 
 Home care is as essential to a 
pet’s teeth as it is to humans. Daily 
brushing with a flavored, enzyme 
toothpaste (made for animals; do 
not use human toothpaste!) is best, 
but many pet owners do not want to 
do it, and many adult pets do not 
tolerate it. Various dental chews and 
treats or special dental diets are the 
next best thing. Oral rinses and 
water additives are also available, 
but are the least effective 
alternative. 
 If a pet owner would relate the 
health of their pet’s teeth to their 
own, the importance of dental care 
becomes much more understandable. 
 Always feel free to discuss your 
pet’s dental health, and any other 
health matters, with your 
veterinarian.

“Help your Pet be Cool  
this Summer” 

 

 It’s great to enjoy summer with 
your pet, but it’s also the time when 
pets have the greatest risk of injury 
and heat-related health problems. 
So here are some tips on keeping 
things cool this summer. Watch for 
signs of heatstroke. Rapid panting, 
hot skin, twitching muscles, or a 
dazed look are signs of heatstroke in 
pets. Wrap them in a towel soaked 
with cool, not cold, water. In severe 
cases, place them in the bathtub. 
Heatstroke can be fatal. See your 
veterinarian as soon as possible. 
Never leave your pet in a parked 
car. Not even if you crack the 
windows or park in the shade. On a 

70° day, the car temperature 
can rise above 150° in minutes. 
It is extremely dangerous, and it 
is the number one cause of 
heatstroke. 
 Keep vaccinations up-to-
date. This is the time when 
most pets come in contact with 
other animals, at parks, 
campgrounds, etc. Boarding 
facilities require certain vaccines. 
 Always provide plenty of 
fresh water. Dogs can only 
sweat through the pads of their 
feet. They cool off by panting. 
Evaporation from the wet 
surfaces of their mouths and 
noses helps lower body 
temperature. 
 Stop external parasites 
before they bite. Fleas, ticks 
and ear mites thrive in warm, 
humid environments. See your 
veterinarian for a preventative 
program. Products are available 
to safely repel flies.  
 Avoid internal parasites. 
Be sure your dog has been 
heartworm tested and is on a 
preventative. Bring in a stool 
sample once a year to be tested 
for intestinal parasites. 
 Watch for hot pavement 
and beaches. Sensitive paws 
burn easily. 
 Find a cool spot. For indoor 
pets, keep the air circulating 
with a childproof fan or air 
conditioner. Provide adequate 
shade for outdoor pets. A gentle 
sprinkle from a hose is always 
appreciated. 
 The streets aren’t safe. Do 
not let your pet roam. Just in 
case, make sure your pet is 
licensed. We see twice as many 
fight injuries and bite wounds in 
summer, and, of course, your 
pet is no match for a car. 
 The yard isn’t always safe, 
either. Be cautious of pesticides 
and herbicides. Read the 
precautions for lawn chemicals

carefully and keep pets away from 
newly treated yards. If pets come 
in contact with chemicals, wash 
their feet, abdomen, and chest 
thoroughly, and then contact your 
veterinarian. 
 Brush after every heel. 
Frequent brushing provides early 
warning of parasites and skin 
infections by lifting the coat, 
permitting a view of a skin below. 
 It’s allergy season. People 
sneeze. Pets scratch. Common pet 
allergies include pollen, grass and 
weeds. If your pet scratches 
excessively or chews at its paws, 
take it in for an exam. Your 
veterinarian can design a program 
to help. 
 Watch exercise and diet. Do 
not encourage exercise during the 
hottest part of the day. Let your 
pet eat less. Overeating can lead 
to overheating. 
 Not every dog paddles well. 
Animals in the water for the first 
time should be eased in, never 
thrown or chased in. Do not let 
them drink from pools, streams or 
the ocean. If they swim, rinse 
them off. Salt and minerals can 
damage a dog’s coat. 
 Sunburn is no day at the 
beach. It hurts. Shorthaired pets 
and those with pink skin and white 
hair are especially susceptible.

“Effective Animal Pain 
Medication” 

 

 There are an increasing number 
of pain medications manufactured 
and approved for use in dogs. Most 
of them are referred to as NSAIDS, 
which means non-steroid anti-
inflammatory drugs. Steroids 
commonly refer to the natural body-
made corticosteroids, cortisone and 
hydrocortisone, and also to the synthetic 
corticosteroids-dexamethasone and 
prednisone, for example. NSAIDS, 
being non-steroids, have a different 
chemical structure and generally 
have fewer side effects when given 
over a longer time period. They are 
effective pain relieving drugs. 
 This group of drugs can also have 
the side effects of causing intestinal 
ulcers and kidney or liver damage, 
and these side effects should be 
carefully monitored. Common 
NSAIDS are aspirin and ibuprofen. 
Newer NSAIDS such as Rimadyl and 
Deramaxx seem to have fewer side 
effects and can be more effective. 
Each case should be assessed on its 
own merits, and the most 
appropriate drug be prescribed. 
  
 
 
 
 
 

 
Most of these analgesic drugs 
were developed for treating 
dogs with arthritis pain. It is 
fairly easy to tell when your dog 
has pain in just one leg – they 
will generally limp or carry their 
leg so as to not place any weight 
on it. It is harder to tell when 
there is generalized pain 
because some animals will try to 
hide their pain. Generally, if 
there is an unexplainable change 
in their behavior or appetite, 
their condition should be 
evaluated. 
 There are fewer anti-
inflammatory/analgesic drug 
choices available for cats. In 
many cases, their drug 
metabolism is much slower than 
dogs’. A baby aspirin has a half-
life of nearly 2 days, for 
example, if given to a cat. 
Acetaminophen (Tylenol) should 
never be given to cats because it 
is metabolized into a toxic 
substance by their liver. Because 
cats are so sensitive, analgesics 
should not be given to cats 
without a veterinarian’s input. 
 The use of painkilling drugs 
has been very helpful in treating 
animals, and their use is bound 
to increase over the coming 
years.
